WHAT IS INVOLVED IN THE PROGRAMME?





We offer a suite of related activities that combined provide a range of opportunities capable of meeting a diverse range of individual needs:





1)	Employment support to access work experience or paid holiday/evening/weekend work


	The process to achieve this outcome involves the key steps as follows:


Discovery – investing time with the young person to understand their needs, skills & preferences


Matching with an employer who needs what the young person can bring & can offer what the young person needs


Health & safety checks & procedures


On & around work site support to ensure the young person is successful, using the nationally recognised Training in Systematic Instruction


Fading support to maximised independence from external support & maximise the benefits of interdependence with employment site based support – i.e. colleagues & co workers


Reviewing the experience, building on the success & focusing on what next











INTRODUCTION & BACKGROUND





PROGRESS - Employment Support have for almost 20 years supported adults and young people with learning disabilities. 


This programme supports young people in Lancaster district who have a learning difficulty; disability or mental health issues aged 13-19 (up to 25 for those with additional needs). In particular the programme will provide one to one mentoring/support for young people to access youth or other appropriate provision or employment/learning activities. The programme incorporates life skills/employability training to address individual needs in order to support future independence. 





WHAT IS INVOLVED IN THE PROGRAMME?





2)	Compelling Futures 


This is a one day course that works with a small group of young people. The numbers vary from 4-8 depending on the needs of the participants & can accommodate support staff to ensure all can contribute & gain. The day is designed so that the young person designs (for themselves) a vision of a future they would aspire to. Then, through using a gentle & fun technique the young people travel in time to their chosen future & experience what is “will” feel like. The final stage is to plan how they will get there. This is a very powerful technique that unleashes the young person’s motivation & they take control of their own destiny. All the young people are supported to develop plans that are realistically optimistic & connected to support to start that journey	





3)	Entrepreneurship Unleashed 


This 3-5 day programme works with 4-6 young people. The course provides quality & accurate information in an accessible format (easy read) about what it takes to set up &run a business. In a very interactive & fun way the young people work through to a business idea starting with how to be an entrepreneur & get started, business behaviour & communication, what is business, staying legal, exploring business opportunities, market research & product development, getting the basics right, working out costs, will the business make money, selling to customers, & cumulating in your business & your future.





This programme has reaped huge success in other parts of the country & this will be the first time is has been available in Lancashire. This model has the added benefit of being designed specifically to be inclusive for people with learning disabilities whilst retaining the accuracy of the technical information.
